Istanbul; tarihi katmanlar1, dogasi, cografi yerlesimi, kiiresel konumu ve barmdirdig1 yasam
imkanlariyla esi benzeri olmayan bir kent. Ancak nerede baslayip nerede bittigi belli olmayan
siir1 kadar stirdiiriilebilirligini ¢oktan asmis endiistriyel hacmi ve yirmi milyona yaklasan
niifusuyla pek ¢oklart i¢in giin gectikce yasanilir olmaktan uzaklasiyor. Bugiin gezegensel
kentlesmenin 6ne ¢ikan drneklerinden biri olarak Istanbul; icinden gelip gecen gdc akislariyla,
farklh kimliklerin duragi olmasiyla, sanata esinledikleriyle, iklimiyle, kiiresel 6l¢cekte yasanan
Covid-19 salginmin etkileriyle, hayvanlari, bitkileri, caddeleri, binalari, semtleri, denizi,
adalari, parklari ve insanlartyla iizerine ne kadar konusulsa ve tartisilsa konu basliklari

tilkenmeyecek bir toplumsal mekandir.

Istanbul’un tiim bu &zelliklerine, artik risk olmaktan ¢ikmus, sadece zamani belli olmayan bir
deprem gercegi de eklendiginde, bu kent sosyal bilimcilerin defaten ziyaret ettikleri, {izerine
mercek tuttuklar1 ¢ok katli, karmasik, cok boyutlu bir temaya déniisiiyor. Istanbul’un cesitli
katmanlarint tartismak ayni1 zamanda da siirekli doniisen bir iligkiler aginin ve yapisal
ozelliklerin belli zamansal ve mekansal ¢ercevelere odaklanarak haritasini ¢ikarmak ve anlik

olanin tarihini kismen kaydedebilmek anlamina geliyor.

“Sosyolojinin Goéziinden Istanbul Uluslararasi Sempozyumunda” Istanbul iizerine genis
tartismalarin bir ucundan tutmay1 ve Istanbul’'un en can alici konularini sosyal bilimler
perspektifinden ele almay1 planliyoruz. Istanbul’un gevre, deprem ve saglik gibi yasama iliskin
sorunlarinin bdlge ve sehir planlama, fen, miithendislik ve tip bilimleri kadar disiplinlerarasi
temaslarin  giiclendirdigi sosyal bilimlerce de tartigilmasi gerektigi diisiincemizden
hareketle, “Istanbul ve...” ile baslayan asagidaki basliklarm, sempozyum cagrimizla ilgili

fikir verebilecegini diisiiniiyoruz.



Istanbul ve...

Ekoloji

Istanbul uzunca bir zamandir siirdiiriilebilirlik sinirlarini asan, Antroposen ¢agin etkilerinin
en yogun goriildiigii kentlerden biri durumunda. Kentin yapist itibariyle dogadan kopmasina
dair yaklasimlara ek olarak, son dénemde gerceklesen hizli doniisiimler literatiirde “doganin
kentlesmesi” kavramini ortaya ¢ikardi. Bu agidan Istanbul, yesil alanlarimn sadece yitimiyle
degil aymi zamanda eskiden dogayla iliskilendirilen mekan ve canlilarin artik kente 6zgii bir
sekilde yasamaya baglamasuyla da konusuluyor. Sanayi atiklari, hanelerde iiretilen giinliik ¢op,
deniz kirliligi, hava kirliligi, asiri betonlasma ve kenti paylastigimiz diger canlilar

sempozyumun bu alt baslhiginin konulari arasinda siralanabilir.

Goc Akislan

Niifusu gé¢ dalgalariyla bigimlenen Istanbul bugiin TUIK verisine gore 16 milyona yaklasan
bir miifusu barindirtyor.  Uluslararasi  gogmenler ve hareketli niifus goz oniinde
bulunduruldugunda tahminler bundan da otesini gosteriyor. Her ne kadar Covid-19 sonrasinda
Istanbul’dan ayrilanlar, kira dogru hareket edenleri gérmeye baslasak da bunun Istanbul
niifusunu doniistiirecek bir hareket olmaktan ¢ok uzakta kaldigini séyleyebiliriz. Bu bakimdan
Istanbul’dan gecen go¢ akisi ve géciin olusturdugu niifus hareketleri sempozyumun énemli

tartisma bagsliklarindan birisi olmaya adaydir.

Saghk/Pandemi

Covid-19 salginwyla birlikte giindelik hayatta en ¢ok duydugumuz sosyal mesafe uygulamast ve
salgin nedeniyle alinan onlemler, kentsel mekdani kullanisimizi doniistiirdii. Toplu tasima
araglari, parklar, kafeler, pazarlar/yerel pazarlar, marketler, kuafor/kasap/eczane gibi esnaf
diikkdnlarinda mekansal anlamda yeniden diizenlemelere gidildi. Tarihin ogrettiklerinden
salginlarin kentlerin diizenlenigini ve kentsel yasami degistirdigini biliyoruz. Bu baglamda
Coivd-19 salginiyla beraber Istanbul’da yasanan degisim ve doniisiimler de bu sempozyumun

konu bashklar: arasinda yer almaktadir.

Sanata Esinledikleri

Istanbul miizige, heykele, resime, tiyatroya, sinemaya, siire defalarca konu oldu, oluyor. Kendi
sanatini yaratiyor ve bienale, festivallere, sergilere, sanat¢ilara ev sahipligi ediyor. Sanatta
veniden yeniden temsile kavusuyor, yorumlantyor ve yastyor. Kimi zaman duygular esinliyor,
kimi zaman ana aktor oluyor, kimi zaman da fondan akip geciyor. Bu sempozyum, Istanbul 'u
konu alan, Istanbul’da gecen, icinden Istanbul gecen sanat eserlerine dair sosyal bilim
incelemelerine, arastirmalarina bir baslik ayirmaktadir.
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Deprem

Tiirkiye'nin en onemli gerceklerinden birisi depremlerdir. Istanbul da tarihinde biiyiik
depremler yasamis kentlerden biri ve bugiin yakin gelecekteki bir deprem icin “risk” ifadesini
kullanmak gercegi goz ardr etmekle esdeger. Deprem gerek hazirlik gerekse de sonrasinda
vapilacaklar anlaminda bir¢ok disiplini kapsayan bir gergek iken genelde jeoloji ve insaat
miihendisleri tarafindan tartisiliyor. Konunun sosyal bilimler perspektifinden de ele ele

alinmasi kaginilmaz 6neme sahiptir.

Kent Giivenligi ve Su¢

Istanbul, biiyiik niifusuyla, kozmopolit yapisiyla, ticari merkeziyetiyle ve uluslararas rotalarin
kesisiminde yer almasiyla sug, siddet ve giivenlik agilarindan da ele alinmasi gereken bir
verlesim alamdir. Kendini giivende hissetme halinin belirleyicisi olan “sug korkusu” ve bunun
toplumsal gruplara gore farkhiligi ve ayrica bu farklarin Istanbul’a ézgii kiiltiivel, yasal ve
mekansal nedenleri 6nemli bir arastirma alani olarak durmaktadir. Sempozyum, Istanbul da
su¢ ortintiisti ve niteliklerinin giindelik yasama etkisini anlamaya ¢aligan sosyal bilim

calismalarina da yer vermek istemektedir.

Kurumsal Aglar

Hem eski imparatorluk baskenti olmast hem de Cumhuriyet déneminde ekonomik, sinai,
hukuksal ve sanatsal altyapida énemli bir merkez olmast “Istanbul 'un kurumsal tarihini” ayri
bir arastirma konusu haline getiriyor. Kurumlarin ¢izdigi grift iliskiler ag1 kenti diger
kentlerden ayiwrirken, kentliler acgisindan da erigim, istihdam, hukuksal goriiniirliik adina
tarihsel ve giincel olarak farkl etkilesimleri ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir. Ote yandan, Istanbul 'un
oliim, dogum, saghk, go¢, konut, egitim, fauna ve florast gibi alanlardaki veri tabaninin
eksikligi kentin daha iyi anlagilmasinda onemli bir sorun alani olarak durmaktadir. Bu baslikta

Istanbul 'un isleyen/aksayan kurumlarini ve hafizasini tartismayi planlyoruz.

Kentin Hayaleti

Eski Istanbul anlatilary, Istanbul’a dair canli giindemle birlikte bir Istanbul imgesi olusturmaya
devam ediyor. Bu hem kentsel katmanlari birbirinden ayrigtiran ve kent kullanimi igin tektip
bir kentli belirleyen hem de doniisiime kars1 “idealize edilmis eski” imgesi yaratan bir séylem.
Kentin eski imgelerini tartismak, doniisiim cergevesinden bir karsilastirma zemini saglamasi

bakimindan kiymetlidir. Sempozyumun konu basliklarindan bir digeri de “Eski Istanbul "dur.

Sempozyumda ayrica uluslararast katilimli Istanbul 6zelinde oncelikli ve giincel kent

konularinin sosyal bilim perspektifi ile ele alinacag “Ozel Oturum” da yer almaktadir.



Ingilizce olarak planlanan bu oturumda kent ¢alismalar1 ve/veya Istanbul iizerine ¢alismis olan

uluslararasi bilim insanlarmin katilimz ile Istanbul tartisilacaktir.

Bilim Kurulunda Tiirkiye’den c¢esitli bilimsel disiplinlerden ve ayrica farkli iilkelerden
akademisyenlerin bulundugu Sempozyum, bu niteligi ile Universiteleraras1 Kurul
Bagkanliginin  “Uluslararast  Bilimsel Toplant1” kriterlerini (Farkl: iilkelerden  bilim
insanlarimin bilim kurulunda bulundugu ve sunumlarin bilimsel 6n incelemeden gecirilerek

kabul edildigi toplant1) karsilamaktadir.

ABOUT THE SYMPOSIUM
Beykent University, Faculty of Arts and Sciences Department of Sociology (English)
27-28 April 2022

Istanbul is a city unique with its historical periods, nature, geographical location, global
position, and offering great living opportunities. However, with the megacity’s urban sprawl
that makes it hard to determine where its borders start and end, as well as with its industrial
volume that has already exceeded the limits of sustainability and a population approaching
twenty million, it is increasingly becoming uninhabitable for many people. As one of the
prominent examples of planetary urbanization today, Istanbul is a social space that, as a topic,
will not be exhausted no matter how much it is discussed and debated with its animals, plants,
streets, buildings, neighbourhoods, sea, islands, parks and people, with its migration flows, by
being a junction of different identities, a place of artistic inspiration, by being on one hand a
location with mild and pleasant climate and on the other hand facing the effects of the Covid-

19 pandemic with intensity comparable to a global scale.

When we add the undisputable reality of the risk of an upcoming big earthquake at any time to
all these attributes of Istanbul, this city becomes a multi-layered, complex, multidimensional
theme that social scientists revisit and examine repeatedly. Discussing the various strata of
Istanbul also means mapping a constantly evolving network of relationships and structural
features by focusing on certain temporal and spatial frameworks, and being able to partially
recollect the moments in history.

At the International Symposium “Istanbul Through the Eyes of Sociology”, we plan to actively
participate in the wide discussions about Istanbul on one hand and to debate the most crucial
issues of Istanbul from the perspective of social sciences on the other. Based on our idea that
Istanbul's problems related to survival such as environment, earthquakes and health, that are
strengthened by the interdisciplinary contacts between regional and urban planners, natural
sciences, engineering, and medical sciences, should be also discussed by social sciences. We
think that the following topics and research strands, starting with the title “Istanbul and...”, can

give readers a clearer idea about our symposium call.



Istanbul and...

Ecology and Environmental Studies

Istanbul has long been one of the cities which exceed the limits of sustainability and where the
effects of the Anthropocene age are most intense. In addition to the approaches focused on the
detachment of the city from nature due to its structure, recent rapid transformations have, in
the scholarly literature, brought to the fore the theory of “urbanization of nature”. In this
respect, Istanbul is talked about not only because of the loss of its green spaces, but also by
becoming a city of the spaces that used to be previously associated with nature, and of living
creatures who, in their own way, have started to live here. Industrial waste, daily garbage
produced in households, marine pollution, air pollution, excessive ‘“‘concrete-ization” of
Istanbul, and flora and fauna with which we share the city can be listed among the topics of

this subheading of the symposium.

Migration Flows

Istanbul, whose population has been shaped by waves of migration for generations, according
to TUIK data (the data provided by Turkish Statistical Institute) today hosts a population
approaching 16 million. When taking into account the international migrants and transiting
vibrant population, the estimates go beyond that. Although we have noticed that some people
left Istanbul after Covid-19 and moved to the countryside, this trend is far from possibly being
a movement that will transform the population of Istanbul. In this respect, migration flows
leading through Istanbul and population movements generated by migration are a candidate

for being one of the important topics of discussion at the symposium.

Health Concerns and Pandemic

With the Covid-19 pandemic, the social distancing practice we hear most about in daily life
and the measures taken due to the pandemic have transformed our use of urban space. Spatial
reorganizations have been made in the places of trade and mobility such as public transport,
parks, cafes, supermarkets, local farmers’ markets and bazaars, and in shops of entrepreneurs
as hairdressers/butchers/pharmacies. We know from the teachings of history that outbreaks of
contagious diseases may deeply change the configuration of cities and urban life. In this
context, the changes and transformations experienced by the dwellers of Istanbul due to

Coronavirus outbreaks belong among the crucial topics of this symposium.

Art Inspirations

Istanbul has been the subject of inspirational creativity in music, sculpture, painting, theatre,

cinema, poetry over and over again. It creates its own art, organizes a grand art biennale, and

further hosts many festivals, exhibitions, and artists. This city is constantly being represented,
interpreted and experienced through art. Sometimes it inspires emotions, sometimes it becomes
the main actor, sometimes it flows on the background. Our symposium devotes this research
strand to social science studies and researches focusing on works of art that are located in

Istanbul, happening in Istanbul and which have passed through Istanbul.

Earthquake

One of the most important issues in Turkey are earthquakes. The pain of the earthquakes we
experienced from Erzincan to Adapazari, Van to Izmir is still within us. Istanbul is one of the
cities that has experienced major earthquakes in its history, and today using the term "risk™ for
a near-future earthquake is equivalent to ignoring the reality. While this phenomenon is a
research subject of many disciplines both in terms of preparation for an earthquake and finding
solutions for saving people and property in its aftermath, it is usually discussed by geologists,
seismologists, civil engineers, and the rescue rangers. We think it is important and necessary
to consider this subject also from the perspective of social sciences.

Urban Security and Crime

Istanbul is a settlement that should be addressed in terms of crime, violence and security with
its large population, cosmopolitan structure, commercial centre, and intersection of
international routes. The "fear of crime", which is the determinant of the state of feeling safe,
and its differentiation according to social groups, as well as the cultural, legal and spatial
reasons of these differences specific to Istanbul, remains an important research area. The
symposium also wants to include social science studies in Istanbul that try to understand the

impact of crime patterns and of their attributes on everyday life.

Institutional Networks

Both being the former imperial capital and being an important centre in economic, industrial,
legal and artistic infrastructure during the Republican period makes "Istanbul's institutional
history™ a separate research subject. While the network of intermingled relations drawn by the
institutions separates the city from other cities, it also reveals various historical and current
interactions from the point of view of its urbanites related to access, employment and legal
transparency. In this strand, we plan to discuss the functioning/disruptive institutions of

Istanbul.
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The Historic Spirit of the City

The narratives of “Old Istanbul”, together with a current vibrant agenda, continue to create
the image of Istanbul. This process is being articulated within a discourse that separates
multiple urban layers of various historical periods and determines a uniform urbanite for the
urban use, and at the same time creates an image of “the idealized old” against the planned
urban transformation. Discussing the city's old images is valuable in that it provides a basis
for comparison from the perspective of urban revival. Therefore, another leading topic of the

symposium is “Old Istanbul”.

The symposium also includes a “Special Session” with international participation, in which
priority and current urban issues regarding Istanbul will be discussed from the perspective of
social sciences. In this session, which is planned to be held in English, Istanbul will be discussed
with the participation of international scientists who have worked on urban studies and/or on

Istanbul.

The Symposium, which has in its Scientific Board the academicians from various scientific
disciplines both from Turkey and also from the abroad, meets the criteria of the "International
Scientific Meeting™ of the Inter-University Board (the meeting where scientists from different
countries are on the scientific board and the presentations are accepted by undergoing a

scientific preliminary examination /a preliminary peer-review/).

Abstracts of the papers accepted and presented at the symposium will be published in an
abstract booklet. Further, the best contributions of several presenters will be published after a
careful evaluation in a book of the Symposium proceedings. The abstracts should be submitted
to the symposium secretariat by March 25, 2022 with the Application Form which is included
in the text of the Symposium call. Participants are expected to present their papers orally within
20 minutes. The language of the symposium will be Turkish, while the international Special
Session will be held English. The symposium is planned to be held online through Zoom

Meetings and/or in a hybrid form (both live and online).

We hope that the Symposium Istanbul Through the Eyes of Sociology will be an exciting and

productive meeting for all social scientists.

Abstract
Being a world city, Istanbul is one of the important centers where Modern Art discussions are
held, as in many other subjects. In terms of their location and content, Istanbul Modern and
Arter Museum are among the leading organizations that bring modern art together with the
citizens in Istanbul. With its existence, Istanbul Modern necessitated the change and
transformation of Karakdy and its environs, and the Arter museum of Dolapdere and its
surroundings. They created a discussion environment for art in terms of architecture, by creating
the last period's structural formations by the world's leading star architects. While Renzo Piano,
of Istanbul Modern's architectural Italian origin, created a seaside design setup he is accustomed
to, Nicholas Grimshaw, the architect of Arter, discussed the interior and exterior relationship
with the facade design. The traces of their unique design constructs are observed in their
structures and in the relations they establish with the external environment. Star architects
realize similar design setups in different places, with different syntheses of the place. On the
contrary, today, very similar to the designs of star architects, in many parts of the world, the
data of the place are copied without discussing, and contradictory structures that cannot adapt
to the place emerge. The visual inventory of the partnerships system is the basis of the similarity
of designs as a result of the development of communication technologies and the rapid spread
of information. Today, the product of the design problem, which mostly goes through the
intellectual processes based on an architect's original search, has now turned into an image
search created in the context of the results of the visual inventory research. However, a
successful design setup can only be realized with a perspective that takes into account the data
of the place and relates it to its location. Eskisehir Osmangazi University, Department of
Architecture, Habitat Project Studio discussed the re-creation of the design problem through
different star architects, who have their own use of materials-details and technology, in the
2020-2021 Spring semester, where we can read the design thought and fiction of the architect.
In this sense, he first analyzed how the architects of Istanbul Modern and Arter museums related
their design setups with their environment, and then discussed with a speculative design
understanding what kind of structural setup they would have created had these spaces been
designed by other star architects with different design perspectives. In this study, different

examples from the discussions in both fields will be presented with student studies.

Kadikoy's Night-Time Problem and "Kadikoy is All Ours" Protest
Ozet

Kadikoy’de Eylil 2021°de gergeklestiren bir etkinlik ilgenin merkez mahallelerinde geceleri
artan giiriiltii sorununa yonelik farkindalik yaratmayr amaghiyordu. Kadikdy Belediyesi
sponsorlugundaki bir sanat toplulugu ilgili semtlerin farkli noktalarinda ¢ocugunu uyutan anne,
hasta ve yakini, ders ¢alismaya calisan gen¢ ve 65 yas iizeri uyumaya calisan mahallelileri
canlandirdiklar1 farkli pandomim performanslar1 gerceklestirdiler. “Kadikdy Hepimizin™ adli
bu etkinlik sessiz aktivizm ve protest performans sanati eylemlerini andirmaktaydi. Belediye,
bu etkinligi her ne kadar bir farkindalik projesi olarak adlandirmissa da etkinlik sessiz bir
protestoydu. Belediyenin sorunun ¢oziimii i¢in zorlayici araglart ya da yontemleri kullanmak
yerine neden bdyle bir etkinlik diizenlemeyi se¢mis oldugu bir soru isareti olarak goriilebilir.
Bu soruya belediyenin yasakeiliga kars1 6zgiirliikcii, kapsayict ve katilimer bir yerel yonetim
anlayisina baglh kalma g¢abasi 15181nda cevap vermek miimkiindiir. Bu etkinlik ayn1 zamanda
giiriiltii sorununun ortaya ¢ikmasindan belediyenin kurumsal olarak sorumlu oldugu ve soruna
uzun yillar boyunca yeterince yanit verememis yoniindeki elestirileri de hatirlamistir. Bu
elestiriler, Kadikdy Belediyesi’nin, plansiz, kontrolsiiz ve diizensizce bar, kafe ve eglence
mekanlarina ruhsat vererek, birgok Kadikdy mahallesinin hizla doniisiimiine yol ag¢tigini, azili
bir gece hayatim1 ve gece ekonomisini tesvik ettigini iddia eder. Elestiriler ayrica de bu
doniistime rantin ve ¢ikar gruplarmmin dahil olduguna isaret ederek, bu doniisiimiin semt
sakinlerinin ¢ikarina olmadigini 6ne siirmektedir. Konuya farkli bicimde yaklasan bagkalari ise
Ozgiirce yasamay1 ve eglenmeyi zorlagtiran siyasi bir iklimde son vaha gibi oldugunu 6ne
siirdiikleri Kadikdy'den her kesimden Istanbullunun yararlanma hakkina sahip oldugunu
savunmaktadir. Bu c¢alismada oOncelikle Kadikdy’iin merkez semtlerinde giiniimiiz gece
yagaminin, gece ekonomisinin olugsmasi ve sokaklara tagan eglence kiiltiirliniin gelisim siireci
farkli acilardan ele alinmistir.

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Kadikoy's Night-Time Problem and "Kadikoy is All Ours' Protest
Abstract

An event held in Kadikdy in September 2021 aimed to raise awareness about the increasing
noise problem at night in the central neighborhoods of the district. An art group sponsored by
Kadikdy Municipality performed different pantomimes in various neighborhoods in which they
portrayed mothers who put their children to sleep, patients and their relatives, young people
trying to study, and neighborhood residents over the age of 65 trying to sleep. This event, called
“Kadikdy For All of Us,” was reminiscent of silent activism and protest performance art.
Although the municipality called this event an “awareness project,” it was a silence protest.
One may raise the question as to why the municipality chose to organize such an event instead
of using coercive means to solve the problem. It is possible to answer this question in the light
of municipality’s effort to stick to a liberal, inclusive and participatory local governance
approach in the face of prohibitionism. This event has also remembered the criticisms that the
municipality is institutionally responsible for the emergence of the noise problem, and has
failed, over the course of many years, to adequately respond. Such criticisms contend that the
Kadikdéy municipality itself promoted an unruly nightlife and night-time economy by giving
licenses to open restaurants, bars, cafes, and entertainment venues without planning, control or
zoning regulation, swiftly transforming many Kadikdy neighborhoods. Critics also point to the
money and interest groups involvement in this transformation, suggesting that such
tranformation is not in the interest of municipality residents. Conversely, others, argue that
Istanbulites from all walks of life have the right to benefit from Kadikdy, which they argue is
like the last oasis in a political climate that makes it difficult to live freely and have fun. In this
paper I discuss the formation of today's nightlife economy in the central districts of Kadikdy
and trace the development process of entertainment culture overflowing to the streets from
different perspectives. | then examine the attitudes of different actors, especially the local
government, towards the problems that emerged in this transformation process, and I speculate
at what point and why the problems began to become permanent. In the last part of the paper I
discuss the night-time problem of Kadikdy from a comparative perspective, in which I bring

the responses of other cities to similar problems to bear on Kadikdy.

Bu calisma, kentin merkezinde bulunan sokaklarda giindiiz duyulan insan seslerinin, Henri
Lefebvre’in  “ritimanaliz” yaklasimi {izerinden sosyolojik olarak ¢ozlimlenmesini esas
almaktadir. Bu gercevede, bir metropol olma niteligi tasimasi baglaminda, Istanbul’un
“merkezi” bir noktasinda, giindelik yasamin akis1 dahilinde, kamusal alan / 6zel alan — sokak
ve ev — arasinda boliinmiis olan etkilesimin bir tasiyicisi olarak “kent sokaklari”nda duyulan

seslerin sosyolojik olarak degerlendirilmesini yapmak ¢alismanin temel hedefidir.

Biiyiik kentlerin sokaklarinda giindelik akis belirli bir diizenin iirettigi ritmi beraberinde
getirmektedir. Lefebvre “ritim” kavramini toplumsal olanin analizinde bir nesne olmaktan
cikararak bizatihi ¢Oziimlemeyi saglayacak bir kuramsal yaklasim olarak kullanmaktadir.
Doganin ritmine benzer ve ayn1 zamanda onun yapisini tahrif eden ve onun bir taklidi olarak
kent mekanindaki giinliik tekrarlar, kimi zaman planl ve diizenli, kimi zaman ise tesadiifi ve
aksak olarak ilerleyen bir yapiya sahip goriinmektedir. Ozellikle Covid-19 salgini ile ortaya
cikan kapanma pratigi ve yeni sosyallesme bi¢imleri, kent dokusunda salgin 6ncesinde var olan
giindelik ses akisinin da degismesine, sessizligin hakim oldugu kent mekaninda yeni bir
toplumsal ritmin ortaya ¢ikmasina neden olmustur.

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“Hearing” the Sounds of the City Sociologically: In 2022, The Case of Istanbul, Sisli
District

Abstract

This study is based on the sociological analysis of human voices heard in the streets in the
center of the city, through Henri Lefebvre's “rhythm analysis” approach. Within this
framework, the main purpose of the study is to make a sociological evaluation of the voices
heard within the flow of daily life throughout the “city streets” as the carrier of the interaction
divided between the public space / private space — the street and the home — interaction, in a
“central” point of Istanbul as having a character of being a metropolis.

The daily flow in the streets of big cities brings with it the rhythm produced by a certain order.
Lefebvre uses the concept of "rhythm™ as a theoretical approach that will enable the analysis
itself by removing it from being an object in the analysis of the social one. Similar to the rhythm
of nature and at the same time distorting its structure and as an imitation of it, the daily
repetitions in the urban space seem to have a structure that sometimes progresses in a planned
and regular manner, and sometimes in a random and lame way. Especially, the practice of
lockdown and new forms of socialization that emerged with the Covid-19 pandemic caused the
transversion of the everyday sound flow in the urban setting before the epidemic, and the
emergence of a new social rhythm in the urban space where stillness was dominant.

In this context, a qualitative study will be conducted based on a solely observation, in which
the sounds that correlate the street and the homes in the daily flow will be examined, in the
Merkez Mabhallesi, Sisli district in Istanbul. First of all, the perspectives of sociology, which
constitutes the basis for the preference of rhythm analysis in interpreting urban sounds until
today in the evaluation of the street sounds in urban space will be discussed. In the second
phase, how rhythm analysis will be used as a theoretical ground in sociological research is to
be grounded. Finally, over the analysis of everyday life through field research findings, the way
the sounds rising in the urban space penetrate into individual and private spaces will be traced
by using the rhythm analysis, which Lefebvre deals with at the intersection of the physiological

and the social, as a method.

This study aims to present a critical approach to the legal mechanisms for juvenile delinquency
through the juvenile prisons of Istanbul. Juvenile delinquency is common in Istanbul and there
are penal institutions of different structures. Convicted juvenile stay in Istanbul Umraniye
Education House, imprisoned Juvenile stay in Maltepe Juvenile Closed Penitentiary Institution,
Juvenile who cannot be accommodated in juvenile institution stay in Maltepe L Type Closed
Prison. Prisoner girls and children aged 0-6 staying with prisoner mothers are held in Bakirkoy
Penitentiary Institution. These spaces are the tools of the criminal law in Istanbul, but over the
years they have turned into living spaces that produce violations of rights against children.
Prisons have also moved away from their functions for reintegrating delinquent children into

society.

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The Hedgehogs on The Threshold of Validebag Grove: The Political Meaning Of

Distancing
Abstract

Validebag Grove, the second largest green area on the Anatolian side of Istanbul, is an important
carbon sink area and oxygen source. Although it is rich in endemic plants and enables
hedgehogs to feed, it contains many elements that threaten wildlife. According to the report
prepared by the Validebag Defense in 2021, wildlife has been at risk because of increasing
anthropogenic pressure, construction and loss of function of the water source since 1990.
Although the Validebag Grove seems to be a safe nest for non-human beings, hedgehogs
sometimes walk along the curbsides between the grove and the carriageway. They may be
driven out of their nests by searching for salt, avoiding noise, or eating roadside food. Although
we cannot know this exactly, hedgehogs standing on the threshold are not placed in a “category
of the authentic animal” like cats and dogs, so they are seen as something that needs to be kept
away rather than nurtured and loved. Plutarch admired hedgehogs saying “they know the winds
in advance™; now the city is indifferent to them. In this sense, following the footsteps of
Merleau-Ponty, who pointed out that animals and humans coexist in the world instead of
ontological differences between animal environment and the human world, | will argue that
hedgehogs, which are ignored compared to those who are cared for, are located far from

coexistence and | will question the political meaning — not just physical — of distancing them.

Ozet

Toplumun egemen kiiltiiriinden ayr1 bir tarzda orgiitlenen gruplara isaret eden ‘altkiiltiir’
kavrami sapma ve sug¢ sosyolojisinin de ¢alisma konular1 arasindadir. Altkiiltiir gruplarinin
kendilerine has bazi oriintiileri, degerleri ve normlart bulunabilmektedir. Diger gruplarla
aralarinda sinifsal, etnik, kiiltiirel ve bagka agilardan farklilasmalar1 olabilmektedir. Dolayisiyla
birden fazla faktorden otiirii diger gruplarla toplumsal sinirlar1 s6z konusudur. Keza kaynaklara
erisim ve kullanim konusunda da diger gruplarla bir rekabet ve miicadele igindedirler.

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Deviation and Crime in Subcultural Groups

Abstract

The concept of 'subculture’, which refers to groups organized in a way different from the
dominant culture in the society, is also among the study subjects of deviance and crime
sociology. Subcultural groups have their own patterns, values and norms, and they may also
have differences with other groups in terms of class, ethnic, cultural and other aspects.
Therefore, they have social boundaries with other groups due to multiple factors likewise;
subcultural groups are in competition and struggle with other groups in terms of accessing and
using resources. Due to the inequalities in the social order, the vertical class mobility of these
groups may be limited, and they may also develop a reaction against the dominant culture of
the middle and upper class. In particular, it is possible to see such organizations in youth
subcultural groups. In addition, some subcultural groups may differ from others in terms of
deviance and criminal practices. In this paper, theoretical perspectives that deal with deviance
and crime practices in subcultural groups will be discussed. The majorities of these perspectives
are based on field studies and are derived from studies examining deviant and criminal behavior
in situ. Collective norm and value construction is a dominant character in subculture deviance
and criminal behavior. Contacts and interactions with other groups can act as a mobilization in
constructing the group's internal dynamics and cultural identity with certain codes. Subcultural
perspectives have been developed taking these and similar aspects into account. We can classify
these perspectives as reaction-oriented, social value-oriented and social context-oriented. While
each perspective highlights different dimensions, there are also issues where they stand close
to each other. For example, subculture individuals' legitimation of criminal practices within
their own value system is one of the common patterns emphasized. In the paper, these theories
are discussed in a comparative way and also some examples from Turkey are mentioned and a

general evaluation is made about the researches in this field.

Drug Use in Young People in Terms of their Deviant Career and Subculture: A research on
Istanbul-Fatih, Mevlanakap: Neighborhood

Ozet

Istanbul’un Fatih Ilgesine bagli Mevlanakapt Mahallesi, uyusturucu kullanimi ve satimi gibi
kriminal haberlerle giindeme gelen yerlerden biridir. Bu bildiri, mahallede uyusturucu
kullanicilar1 iizerine yapilan etnografik aragtirmaya dayanmaktadir. Arastirmanin amaci,
uyusturucu madde kullananlarin ait olduklar1 diinyalarin ve pratiklerin sosyal kodlarimi
kesfetmektir. Bildirinin ikinci yazarinin mahallede yasamis olmasi, uyusturucu kullanicilariin
biyografilerine, aile ve sosyal ¢evrelerine dair genis bir degerlendirme imkéani sunmustur.
Arastirmada ge¢misteki gézlemlerin yani sira derinlemesine goriismelerden de yararlanilmistir.
Uyusturucu kullanicilariin ve saticilarinin yasadigi dogal ortamda yapilan goriismeler Mart ve
Mayis (2021) aylar1 arasinda gergeklestirilmistir. 15-25 yas arasindaki 6 uyusturucu
kullanicisiyla ve onlarin aileleriyle yapilan goriismelerde uyusturucu kullaniminin nasil bir
etkilesimin iiriinii oldugu ortaya ¢ikartilmaya calisilmistir. Agirlikli olarak I¢ Anadolu
Bolgesi’nden goc edenlerin ikamet ettigi mahalle, son zamanlarda heterojen bir goriiniim arz
etmektedir. Sinifsal esitsizlikler basta olmak iizere, toplumsal mekanin gecmisinden beslenen
sapma kiiltiirliniin de katkisiyla sapma sosyallesmesinde benimsenen rol modelleri, aile i¢indeki
sosyal baglarin zayifligi, gengler arasindaki etkilesimler gibi pek ¢ok faktdr genglerin
uyusturucu kullaniminda etkili olmaktadir. Mahalle gengliginde uyusturucu kullanicilarinin ve
saticilarinin olusturdugu sosyal ag bir toplumsal sistem goriiniimiine sahiptir. Bu sistem iginde
sosyal Ogrenme yoluyla uyusturucu kullanimi yayginlasabilmektedir. Calismada, altkiiltiir
teorileri ve sapkinlik kariyeri agisindan bu sistem yakindan incelenmistir.

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Drug Use in Young People in Terms of their Deviant Career and Subculture: A research
on istanbul-Fatih, Mevlanakapi Neighborhood

Abstract
Mevlanakap1 neighborhood, which is located in Fatih district of Istanbul, is one of the places
that comes up with criminal news such as drug use and sale. This paper is based on ethnographic
research on drug users in this neighborhood. The purpose of the research is to discover the
social codes of the social worlds and practices that drug users belong to. The fact that the second
author of this paper lived in the neighborhood made it easy to make a broad assessment of drug
users' biographies, family and social circles. The researcher benefited from in-depth interviews
as well as observations going back to the past. These in-depth interviews were conducted
between March and May (2021) in the natural environment where drug users and dealers live.
In interviews with 6 drug users between the ages of 15 and 25 and their families, it was tried to
decipher how drug use is the product of interaction. The neighborhood, predominantly inhabited
by those who migrated from the Central Anatolian Region, has recently become increasingly
heterogeneous in social terms. Many factors such as class inequalities, role models adopted in
deviant socialization with the contribution of the deviant culture fed from the past of the social
space, the weakness of social ties within the family, and interactions between young people are
effective in the use of drugs. In the youth of the neighborhood, the social network formed by
drug users and dealers has a social system and drug use is becoming widespread through social
learning. This system has been closely studied from the perspective of subcultural theories and
the "career of deviance"; for example, in this system, in cases such as police raids, the people
in the neighborhood watch each other and show solidarity. The street has turned into a new
family function for the young people who are the subject of the research. The reaction of social
and class rebellion has become a social value in the common pattern of deviant behavior.
Among the findings discovered are the effectiveness of friendship ties and social networks in
primary and secondary deviance. Drug users develop deviant career-oriented behaviors in the
interaction of the social ecology they belong to. In the research, it has been seen that young
people’s clothing styles, the music styles they listen to, the styles of movies and TV series they
watch, and their posts on social media are practices that reinforce their social identities. It has
been among the findings that reinforcing the constructed subcultural deviant behavior with

various substance use functions to protect group identity and social value patterns.

Abstract

The concept of "the safe and smart city” has become one of the most talked about topics in
recent years. The increasing violence and terrorism in metropolises, threatening security, has
led to the increasing importance of efforts to protect and secure these areas with both structural
and operational methods. The smart city concept, on the other hand, refers to the inclusion of
technology in the urbanization process.

In addition, the wars in recent years and the subsequent migration and refugee flows are another
phenomenon that metropolises have to struggle with. The intensification of war in the Ukraine
cities and settlements shows us that the city architecture and defense systems will gain even
more importance in the future. These factors, which are mostly dependent on external actors;
Internally, with the addition of crimes arising from the dynamics of metropolises and cities
themselves, internal and external risks and threats emerge in cities.

It is also a necessity for the states that have economic resources directly related to security, such
as tourism, that the measures they will bring are balanced so that they do not adversely affect
sectors such as tourism.

In this framework, while operational measures for security are mostly carried out by law
enforcement, measures such as city plans and structures, which we consider as structural
measures, are expected to be made or managed by the governorship and municipalities.

As the perspective of law enforcement, after the attacks such as 2003 Istanbul HSBC Bank,
2015 Ankara Train Station or 2015 Paris, 2017 Istanbul Reina, what was done and what should
be done in metropolises, and also crime and approaches to crimes, and on the other hand
opinions, suggestions and plans regarding these risks and threats emerging from should be
discussed and discussed in advance, although which have national and international
dimensions.

Abstract

The history of capitalism had witnessed many crises. Although the strategies of capitalism to
overcome those crises varied, one of the common thing was to make radical changes regarding
the capitalist system. On November 2021, more than 4,5 million people resigned from their job
in United States of America. Those who were resigned stated that during Covid-19, they had
understood how short life is to work at a job that is not desired. Moreover, they said that their
employers were not paying them well, treating them appropriately and they wanted to spend
more time with their friends and families and less time at work. These were the factors that
motivate them to resign. Although it is unclear whether these massive resignation is a sign of a
new crises of capitalism, it is obvious and clear that this is something unwelcomed and

unwanted for the sake of capitalist system.

Covid-19 has tremendous effects on social life, private sphere, public sphere practices as well
as employment markets. In this study, the reflections of “big resignation” on the city of Istanbul
will be examined. Furthermore, the research question of this study is; “to what extent the
workers living and working in Istanbul have participated to this resignation wave and what are
the factors that effect this participation? In-depth interviews will be conducted with 10 people

who live and work in Istanbul.

The existence of written, oral or visual works of art gains meaning due to the place in which
they are produced; as phenomenologists claim, existence occurs through the meaning others
attribute to place. Istanbul is a place of existence for many works of art and popular culture
productions such as Yesilcam. On the other hand, the artwork / popular cultural objects also
provide essential information about the social, economic and political transformations specific
to the place and time in which the story takes place or is inspired. For the Sultan movie made
in 1978, Istanbul (Sartyer / Rumeli Fortress) is an artistic expression with all the social elements
of the place and its existence.

After the 1950s, urbanization accelerated in Turkey; social changes took place in big cities like
Istanbul; gecekondu mahalleleri (squatters / slums) are formed on the urban fringe. These
neighbourhoods consist of people who migrate from the rural areas and are trying to adapt to
the modern urban lifestyle. The gecekondulular build their hybrid way of life. This new social
phenomenon causes both the family and the positioning of femininity and masculinity to be
experienced in different ways. In the 1960s, this change began to be transferred to movies.
Scientific research on these films (including the Sultan movie) also discusses the social changes
caused by immigration and gecekondululasma, modernity crises, and the emergence of
arabesque culture. Few of these researches focus on male-female relationships. This study aims
to explain neither modern nor traditional family type and the gender regime seen in gecekondu
in Turkey between the years 1950-1980. In this sense, the femininity, masculinity, childhood
positioning and changing meaning of gendered spaces (home / private space and neighbourhood
/ public space) experienced with male-dominated values on the urban fringe will be interpreted

from a sociological perspective through the Sultan movie.

Abstract

As both a socio-cultural phenomenon and a physical structure, the city emerges as an element
that gains its meaning with space and comes to life with it (Caglayan & Sahin, 2016). Human
beings affect the dynamics of the city by acting together with the space. According to Harvey,
space, which is a social phenomenon and corresponds to a certain lifestyle, is a sociological
phenomenon because it is the scene of social events and human situations, as well as directing
these events and situations (Harvey, 2003). With the transition of people from a nomadic life
to a settled lifestyle, these places have transformed and developed themselves for the needs of
people in economic, political, cultural and physical terms. With the advancement of this
production technique, it continues to develop itself with different projects in various fields
today. While the city and space produce themselves according to the age, people have also
developed themselves together with them. This development has been both positive and
negative as seen in all social dynamics. Techniques have advanced by human hands, cities have
been designed in line with the needs of people, but the city, which is increasingly disconnected
from nature, has imprisoned people in buildings physically and psychologically worn out and
isolated people because of increasing individualization spiritually.

The aim of this research is to examine the construction processes by investigating the effects of
these projects to the environment as a result of the support of the human-made city with mega
projects. In this context, Istanbul Sabiha Gokgen Airport, one of the mega projects, was selected
and its construction processes were discussed in the historical conjuncture. In order to evaluate
the social and cultural effects of the research on people, interviews will be conducted with
fifteen participants who are airport employees, and its social aspect will be evaluated, and the
direction of urbanization will be investigated through the example of Istanbul Tuzla district,
which is the study area. In addition, the reasons why the participants chose Tuzla as their living
space will be examined and its effect on the demographic structure of the region will be
discussed. In addition, in order to better understand the construction phase of Istanbul Sabiha
Gokgen Airport and its contributions to the environment, two airport employees residing in
Tuzla will be interviewed by oral history method and the stages of the project will be evaluated
from a historical perspective.

21. yy Istanbul’unda tango dans eden bedenin
nasil bir sosyo-kiiltiirel mecraya dontistiigii, bu ikilemin var olmasina sebep olan faktorlerden
onemli bir tanesidir. Dolayisiyla bu bildiri, Istanbul’da tango dans eden bedenin nasil bir
toplumsal kimliklenmenin mecrasi oldugunu; bu dansi icra eden beden sahiplerinin,
bedenlerine atfettikleri anlamlar1 ve sonug olarak bu bedenlerin ne tarz bir toplumsal mecraya
dontistiigiinii gosterir. Dans eden bedene atfedilen anlamlar ve bedenin toplumsal olarak nasil
bir mecraya doniistligii, yukaridaki ikilemi agiklayan faktorlerden 6nemli bir tanesidir.

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Body as a Symbolic Site of Identity in Istanbul: Tango Dancing Body, Its Meanings and
Identity

Abstract
This paper reveals a social fact that seems to be a contradiction in the 21st century Istanbul:
The proliferation of Argentine tango, a seemingly erotic dance, in a neo-conservative era, face-
to-face and virtually in Turkey. How could this seemingly erotic dance that emerged at the end
of 19th century in a society that is completely different than and geographically and culturally
distant from Turkey, is practiced extensively in the 21st century Turkey pioneered by Istanbul

under a neo-conservative government?

Intending to provide a partial explanation to such a contradiction, this paper focuses on the
tango dancing body and its performers. The fact that tango dancing body transformed into a
symbolic socio-cultural site in the 21 st century is one of the factors that explains this
contradiction. The meanings attached to the dancing body and the kind of social identity that is

embodied through this body provides one important reason why this contradiction exists.

This paper is based on my fieldwork among the performers / practitioners who experience the
tango dance and the relationships established around it; who attend dance nights and festivals;

take and give dance classes; talk and discuss about the dance and their dancing bodies.

This fieldwork is based on simple and participant observations and in-depth interviews with
tango dancers primarily in Istanbul, but also in Izmir, Ankara, Marmaris, Bodrum, Antalya,
Paris, Nimes, Amsterdam, Utrecht, Turin and Bologna. It also refers to the emails shared in
Turkey’s first virtual tango dance list. Overall, this paper reveals that the contemporary tango
dancing body in Istanbul became a symbolic site of how a socio-economic class belonging and
self-identity is reflected and reproduced. It displays not only the concepts, perceptions and
meanings that the owners of the dancing body define themselves with but also how and from
what other social groups they distinguish themselves via their dancing bodies.

Abstract

Food, which is one of the basic needs of human existence, is a part of a much larger socio-
economic system with its production, consumption, and distribution stages beyond meeting
physiological needs. On the other hand, food, which has an undeniable place in the social
relations it covers, started to become visible as a sub-branch in sociology only in the 1980s.
Social anthropology, which is among the social science disciplines, has been one of the first
fields to focus on the subject of food since the 1970s and has also formed the basis for the
methods followed by the sociology of food. While functionalist and structuralist approaches
drew attention in the first studies, the developmental approach became central to the rapid and
striking changes that took place in food systems over time and to analyzing the problems caused
by these changes. Similar to the situation in the literature in the field of food sociology around
the world, studies on the sociology of food have also started to become widespread in Turkey
as of the 21st century. Studies on food as a sociological issue have gained momentum. When
we look at the studies in the field of food history in the last ten years in Turkey, it is seen that

these studies are mostly about the Ottoman palace cuisine culture and Istanbul.

Istanbul, which was the capital of the Ottoman Empire, where many different cultures
dominated and often coexisted, is a good example to scrutinize as it is a city where the factors
that shape the culinary culture of a city and the changes of these factors over time can be
observed. Within this context, within the scope of the study, which adopts a qualitative
understanding, questions about the food culture of Istanbul, the changing points in this kitchen,
changing customer demands, the supply of used materials, and restaurant menus were arranged;
16 in-depth interviews were conducted with the help of participant observation and a semi-
structured interview form. The interviews were held between February and April 2021. When
the findings obtained in the study were evaluated, it was determined that factors such as
McDonaldization, international cultural interaction, global food and food trade, the effect of the
political structure consisting of different ethnic and social layers on new habits, immigration,

and Turkey's integration into global capitalism deeply shaped the food culture of Istanbul.

Juvenile
delinquency came first among the children who live under a compelling circumstance. Juvenile
delinquency forms the last link of a chain that starts with being victims of abuse, then working
on the street, living on the street, and finally drawn into crime.

Juvenile delinquents are children who are under the 18 years old and have an allegation that
they have committed an act which defined as a crime by the law, so there is an investigation or
reconciliation that has been initiated about them.

Considering the general characteristics of the juvenile delinquents; it is seen that they are
children from families with low socioeconomic status, among boys, who do not attend the
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school, who are stigmatized by the society, who have adverse family relationships and who are
prone to alcohol and substance addiction.

Generally, in city life, especially in Istanbul, children are exposed to all negative conditions and
as a result, they are drawn into crime. When looking at these factors we can see failures in
school and academic life and especially going out of the circle of education. There are factors
which are important either, such as; society, family and peer relations and unplanned
urbanization.

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The Ghost of the City Emerging with Urban Transformation: Istanbul idealized in the
Old-New Dilemma

Abstract

Istanbul has developed under the influence of many different cultures in its historicity. After
the Hellenistic era, which started with the Greek colonization, with the influence of the Roman
and Byzantine Empires, the entire economic, physical and social character of the city emerged.
With the conquest of Istanbul in 1453, the city became a new form physically and culturally
with the dominant power elements of the Ottoman Empire in the city. In the post-republican
period, the Jansen plan and the two pillars of Istanbul opening to Asia and Europe began to be
determined spatially. In the city, many images such as castle, fortification, fortress, armory,
harbor have coded the identity of the city. The phenomenon of consumption created by
modernization and capitalism has created a new urban ghost in a historical city like Istanbul.
The name of this ghost was “Urban Transformation”. Especially after the establishment of
TOKI after 1980, it started to dress the city with high-rise residential clothes with the help of
state capital with supporting institutions such as KIPTAS. The demolition of the cooperative
houses with the urban transformation projects led by the stakeholders who united in the focus
of the idea of revitalizing the housing market, taking into account the risk of disaster in the post-
2000 period, but with the advent of welfare housing, did not slow down. Istanbul has become
the prisoner of high-rise residences that cast a shadow over many historical districts such as
Balat, Eyiip, Eminénii, Karakdy, and Uskiidar. Now, this city ghost circulating in Istanbul was
drawing a new city image by ignoring the historical housing texture. In Istanbul, which is
idealized in the old and new dilemma, urban transformation processes have entered many
neighborhoods and damaged the neighborhood culture and solidarity relations. The history in
Istanbul remained in the old narratives and turned into a journey to memories. The high-rise
residential architecture, which has fallen like a dagger to the historicity of the city, resurrects
the ghost of urban transformation that has emerged in Istanbul every day. Examining and
discussing the old images of the city in the focus of urban transformation constitutes the content
of this paper. How is Istanbul, the city of hope, which takes its roots and wings from history
with a sociological perspective, idealized in the old-new dilemma? This discussion will be

opened in this paper.

Requiem for Marmara: A Sea’s Becoming a Subject at Its Death

Abstract

In 2021 the visibly over-production of mucilage in the Sea of Marmara found its immediate
reflection on the ecological and daily life agenda of Turkey. The criticism of the processes
leading to the production of mucilage created a critical language, which gives voice to the Sea
of Marmara as if it was a humane being. On the one hand, these practices brought a new
perspective for the Marmara Sea by its construction as an agent, vocalizing the sea such as the
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uses of the death of Marmara or Marmara’s getting offended. On the other hand, in this
perspective the act of vocalization displays patterns for an analysis on the lack of speech power
of the human political agent who hides behind the voice invented for the sea. Before this
development, the Sea of Marmara, as the least aesthetically mentioned among the seas
surrounding Turkey, has been analyzed mostly in its geopolitical relation to the natural
disasters. The new perspective bringing the sea to a subject position at the point where it reached
to the stage of extinction created a frame for new discussions. This frame positions itself
beyond the mutual relation of the dual domination over the nature as the source for humans and
the aesthetic frame, the ornament of human life. Then again, at some points, in the context of
the discussions over the agency of humans, this act poses a distance between the perpetrator
and the act. The appearance of different agency types in this language brings a multi-vocal
Marmara. This presentation aims to analyze different discourses around Marmara over the
subjects of agency, distancing from taking action and human-centered criticism. By this way,
Marmara will be brought in the analysis as a stage in the ecological movement for creating a
relation between everyday life and natural life; as an attempt of non-spoken political human
subject’s production of a escapist language that assigns the responsibility elsewhere, and as the

re-production of the centrality of human agents by their nature producer/destructor features.

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Istanbul and Statue: A Comparative History of Public Statues in Istanbul and Budapest
(1850-1945)

Abstract
Throughout history, erecting statues and monuments have been one of the ways of leading the
ideas and the perceptions of the public. Particularly, in the era when democratization of the
politics takes place and the ideas of the public become more reputable than the ideas of
aristocracy and kings, which means that central point of reference becomes the public regarding
to politics, the political elites often employed erecting of public monuments and statues which

have significant impacts on the aesthetics appearance and stories of the cities.

The statues, implying religious symbols, which appeared in the garden of temples or in the
graveyards at pre-modern era, were erected at public spaces in the 18" and 19" centuries, for
leading and manipulating the ideas of public who demand more equality on politics. Not only
the spaces of the statues changed, but also the symbols the statues represent. And the statues
and monuments containing national symbols instead of religious ones were built. The trend of
“statuomania” (erecting public monuments in all around the cities) which commenced first at
the end of the 18" century especially in Germany, created a form of art that represents
significant national figures, national historical events, national symbols concreted in

monuments and statues in all around Europe.

In this study, the concepts of public statue and “statuomania” are to be explained first, later on,
by the help of Hungarian, English and Turkish sources, the most important public statues
appearing in the public spaces of Istanbul and Budapest from the middle of 19" century to the
final year of the World War 11, 1945, are to be compared. And by the end of this comparison, it
is hoped that the profound differences between two cities regarding to public statuary almost in
100 years’ time period are to be revealed. The main reasons of the profound differences can be
classified under those four topics:

1) Different Style of Historiographies in Turkey and Hungary

2) Basic Discrepancies of Nation-Building Processes of Turks and Hungarians

3) Anti-human-shaped-statue Position of Islam

4) Contrast Foreign Policies of Two States in 1920-1945.

Abstract

In addition to many functions, the theater has emerged as an important area of representation
area where multiple spatiality, time zones and identities that differ from each find an
opportunity to re-create themselves. Besides that, as theorist Marvin Carslon stated in his book
Haunted Stage: The Theater as a Memory Machine, theater also exists as a transforming
cultural memory store (Carlson: 2001). We can clearly perceive the effectiveness of these
functions in the productions in the Turkish theatrical field after 2000, especially in the play

scripts of new generation young playwrights. The city of Istanbul, which has a long and ancient
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history, is positioned as an important actor in these texts with a diversity of historical periods,
aspects and social layers it includes.

In this study, the image of Istanbul within the plays that are written by the young generation
playwrights and performed by the independent companies in Istanbul in the 2000s will be
examined, by taking into consideration the textual, spatial and performative elements. In
addition to textual analysis, staging styles and the use of various stage elements will also be
included in the study. The stage-script that will be discussed includes plays that take place in
Istanbul or put Istanbul at the center of its plot such as; Sen Istanbul’dan Daha Giizelsin (You
are More Beautiful than Istanbul), Zabel, Nihayet Makami, ( The Final Melody).

Siyasal aktorlerin, yerel yoneticilerin ve yatirimeilarin sadece ekonomik olarak degil sosyal ve
kiiltiirel alanlardaki rekabete dayali hedefleri, metropol olan Istanbul’'u hem ulusal ve
uluslararasi diizlemde gerceklesen gogle farkli nitelikteki isgiliciiniin hem de farkli alanlardaki
tilkketimin yogunlastig1 bir alan haline getirmistir. Tiiketim endiistrisi ve hizmet sektoriindeki
biliylimenin kentsel diizlemdeki yansimasi, ne yazik ki herkesin esit yasamsal olanaklara sahip
olmadigi, herkesin yiiksek gelirli ve yiiksek nitelikli islerde ¢alismadigr mekansal ve sosyal
ayrismalarin  kutuplasmasi seklinde olmustur. Diinya kenti olma sdylemleriyle igerigi
olusturulmus bir tablodan Istanbul giiniimiizde artik sucun, siddetin ve giivensizligin
merkezilendigi bir kent seklinde goriinmektedir. Gelir ve sosyo-kiiltiirel olarak biiyiik 6l¢iide
farklilasmis bir metropol olan Istanbul agisindan gelecekteki en 5Snemli tehdit siddetin toplumun
farkli alanlarinda ve kesimlerinde yayginlagmasi ve bunu dnlemeye yonelik diizenlemelerin
yetersiz olusudur. Kentte yasayan insanlarin kendilerini giderek daha ¢ok giivensiz hissettikleri
bir gercektir. Gelismis Bat1 kentleriyle karsilastirildiginda Istanbul, kentsel normlara uyum
saglama konusunda kaotik bir goriiniim sunmaktadir. Kamusal alanda kolektif tepkilere ragmen
siddetin “siradanlasti81”, “normallestigi” yoniinde bir algi dikkati ¢ekmektedir. Siddetin ve
saldirganligin bu denli artig1, birbirini etkileyecek yeni sosyal sorunlar1 giindeme getirmektedir
ve getirmeye devam edecektir. Bu ¢alismada temel bir hak olan giivenligin ekonomik, sosyal,
kiiltiirel ve siyasal sdylemlerle nasil yerinden edildigi, siddetin neden ve nasil mesrulastirildigi
Istanbul 6zelinde tartisilacaktir. Yoksullugun ve sosyal dislanmanin kentsel mekanda artist,

siddetin yayginlagsmasinin yapisal nedeni olarak ele alinacaktir.

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Sociological Analysis of Urban Violence on the Axis of Social Change

Abstract

Political economy strategies implemented after the 1980s have led to significant differences in
socio-cultural areas, especially in metropolitan cities, in Turkey as well as in the world. Istanbul,
an important metropolis, has been greatly affected by this process as both the subject and the
object of political economy practices, especially after the 2000s. While this relationship
between global economic policies and metropolitan cities created new investment opportunities
on an unprecedented scale in different fields such as communication, transportation, finance,
education, culture, art and entertainment, it led to physical and social transformations in the
whole city. The competitive goals of political actors, local administrators and investors, not
only in economic but also in social and cultural areas, have made Istanbul, which is a
metropolis, an area where both national and international labor and consumption in different
areas are concentrated. The reflection of the growth in the consumer industry and service sector
at the urban level has unfortunately been the polarization of spatial and social segregations,
where not everyone has equal living opportunities and not everyone is employed in high-income
and high-quality jobs. From a picture whose content was created with the discourse of being a
world city, Istanbul now appears as a city where crime, violence and insecurity are centered.
The most important threat in the future for Istanbul, which is a highly differentiated metropolis
in income and socio-cultural terms, is the prevalence of violence in different areas and segments
of the society, and the inadequacy of regulations to prevent it. It is a fact that people living in
the city feel more and more insecure. Compared to developed Western cities, Istanbul presents
a chaotic view of adapting to urban norms. Despite the collective reactions in the public sphere,
there is a perception that violence has become "ordinary™" and "normalised"”. Such an increase
in violence and aggression brings new social problems that will affect each other, and will
continue to do so. In this study, how security, which is a fundamental right, is displaced by
economic, social, cultural and political discourses, why and how violence is legitimized will be
discussed in Istanbul. The increase in poverty and social exclusion in urban space will be

considered as the structural reason for the prevalence of violence.
